Minutes of the Ordinary Parish Council Meeting (no.238) which commenced at 7:30pm on Tuesday 7th October 2025 in the School Room 

Public Participation Session: A member of the public told the meeting of a proposed development including the building of a fabrication workshop and some of the implications to the parish of this development. 

Chairman to reminded participants that this meeting may be recorded.

Public Participation: member of the public outlined his intent to develop his business on his land and wanted to share his plans with the PC prior to submitting his planning application.  The PC valued this insight and will look forward to seeing his plans develop in due course.

3. Planning:
3.1 Applications: Reference: 2435/25/OPA Proposal: Application for Outline Planning Permission with some matters reserved, access, for residential development for up to 12 dwellings (Affordable 3 & Open Market Housing Development 9) Site Address: Land At Sx 461 918 Bratton Clovelly 									Object
“The PC felt that the information regarding this development was inadequate to base a positive decision on. The mix of house size need to be addressed at this stage for the PC to understand the potential impact on the village infrastructure. The PC raised the following concerns: 
· Overbearing nature – the location is outside the village boundaries and at its highest point, being visible from Dartmoor.
· Loss of visual amenity, whilst outside the conservation area any development here would impact on the views with in the conservation area towards the church and Dartmoor. 
· Highways – safety concerns about the T junction opposite the Pub. The very narrow lanes are not conducive for an increase in traffic. Walking is hampered by lack of pavements and street lighting. There could be an increase of up to 20 cars, which would increase noise and disturbance.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]A potential negative effect on the conservation area and nearby listed buildings and concerns that the current village/local infrastructure would not cope with the increase in residents. 
· Adherence to local, strategic, regional and national planning policies in that this is building on green field, in a remote location without current evidence of complying with policies TTV26 and TTV27 of the JLP.
· Incompatible with current layout of the village in that it would create an enclave outside the village boundaries. 
· No local employment opportunities
· We question the currency of the Biodiversity, Conservation and Ecological reports
· We would need to understand the makeup of the development in terms of size of houses, number of bedrooms etc.
Should the planning application be successful the PC would like to ensure the following
· The properties will not be sold as second /holiday homes
· The development should be of a suitable mix of homes based on local need and have NO executive homes on the site
· That there would be no further development on this site or surrounding land owned by the applicant.
· We would expect contributions towards the 2 community halls, the recreation grounds and general amenity areas in the village to the benefit of the parishioners.”

10. Square tidy up: (Cllr Jellyman) Cllr Jellyman will try to tidy up before the Remembrance service 
11. Defibrillator training:  very low uptake so far – clerk to advertise to Germansweek and Cllrs to try to promote to other neighbouring parishes. 
12. Parish field grass cutting: The PHMC has bought new mower blades and the old ones have been sharpened. Cllr Huggins will continue to mow the recreational field until such time as the much valued volunteer hopefully resumes his work in the Spring.
13. Playground: the fence has blown down and is dangerous. Cllr Gilbert will try to secure it and decide if the playground is safe to be open. 
14. Police liaison: (Cllr Huggins) the Rural Policing Team will be at Holsworthy on 08/10/25 from 09:00-11:00
15. Roads and ditches: (Cllr Huggins) the Boasley road from the village to Domons has not been swept.
